	To quote from our previous budget: “The doors are of extremely poor construction and need to be replaced for two reasons. First, they are not weather tight. Heat escapes from the doors and sometimes water comes in underneath when it rains. More importantly, the doors are a security problem. The Shack can be broken into with little difficulty. New doors will add security and efficiency to our facility...We did an exercise where a few members ‘pretended’ successfully to break into the Shack and remove a piece of equipment from the Shop. We clearly need to make the building more secure.”


	Last year we were told to work with the Union administration to replace the doors.  We have spent the last two semesters talking to the Union, as well as other campus organizations including Facilities Planning & Design and Physical Facilities.  No one has been willing to put up the money required for new doors although all agreed that this was a problem.  Finally we managed to get three doors donated by a local company.  However Physical Facilities now refuses to install these because they are not “exterior quality” and we have been told to purchase appropriate doors.
